Glasscock ISD has a yearly renewable Learning Through Listening® membership from Recording for the Blind and Dyslexic® (RFB&D).  This allows us to provide a reading accommodation to students with print disabilities – anyone with a learning disability, visual impairment or other physical disability

RFB&D is a fifty-five year old non-profit organization that produces recorded textbooks for use by students with print disabilities. The designated students involved with the program use audio textbooks from RFB&D in the classroom and at home.  This opportunity provides the student with the following benefits:

· Audiobooks allow students with print disabilities to keep up with their classmates

· Audioboks help students read and do their homework independently.

· Audiobooks may help improve grades and test scores.

· Audiobooks put the pleasure back in reading as students read to learn rather than struggle to read.
· Students become active participants in the reading process as they take notes, underline and monitor their listening comprehension.
